Mennonite Women USA began as a national
organization on February 1, 2003 with reserve
operating funds of $42,748. In 03-04 fiscal year
46% MW USA used $11,077 of these funds to begin
the 04-05 fiscal year with $31,700. In
succeeding years MW USA replenished cash
reserves: in 04-05 adding $10,042; in 2005-06
adding $14,316; in 06-07 adding $12,934 for a
current total of $68,821 (4.23 months operating
expenses).
